Dear fellow resident,

Our Neighbourhood Development Plan will set planning policies for the Group Parish of Humber, Ford & Stoke Prior.   It has now reached its final stage: you, the electors of the Group Parish will vote on Thursday 28 July on the question:
Do you want Herefordshire Council to use the Neighbourhood Plan for Humber, Ford & Stoke Prior to help it decide planning applications in the neighbourhood area?

This is your Neighbourhood Plan, the result of three years’ work gathering your views, and if over half those voting vote ‘Yes’ it will set planning policy for how your neighbourhood will develop until 2031.  So we want EVERY elector to vote.

A copy of the final Plan, incorporating the modifications recommended by the independent Examiner, is attached.  Please look at this, and, most importantly, vote on 28 July.
All electors will receive polling cards with details of where to vote; it is expected that the polling stations will be Humber Parish Room (Risbury Village Hall) for electors in the parish of Humber, and Stoke Prior Village Hall for electors in the parish of Ford & Stoke Prior.  Formal notices about the poll, and how to apply to be on the electoral register or for a postal vote, are on noticeboards around the parishes.
