Application No.152466: Leominster Golf Club, Ford Bridge HR6 0LE - Variation of condition 2 of Planning Permission 111445 

(a)

Received: the application (circulated 20 September 2015).

(b)
Received: a statement submitted by Mr Charles Freeman, tenant of Grove Cottage, objecting to the proposal on grounds that raising the net will not rectify the safety problem and will be more of an eyesore to listed building.

A statement submitted by Mr Roger Helme, owner of The Grove Golf Course, objecting to the proposal on grounds that the raised net would not be high enough to stop balls falling into curtilage of cottage and would further deter tenants from living there, with consequent deterioration of the cottage.
(c)
Received: statements from three representatives of the applicant that the request to raise the net was made by Jane Coggle, Environmental Health Officer.  The net had been raised, without planning permission, some months ago, but the Planning Office had insisted they take it down again - hence the application. The height extension was not there long enough to gauge any effect. They thought that the 1.2 meter extension (specified by Ms Coggle) was to take it up to the level of the eaves of the cottage.  They did not know of any technical reasons for this height.  The poles for the extension dropped into the current poles, with a tension wire at the top. There is a register for all incidents when balls go over the net (the applicants said this was two or three this year, but the figure is disputed by the occupants of Grove Cottage) and all members know about the register.  The Insurers are notified if a ball goes over and the premium has not been raised.  A survey of the course was undertaken in September 2014 on behalf of the bank and was forwarded to the insurers.

Noted: comments of councillors in discussion: There was a suggestion that the height extension should be tried for a year, with a formal register being kept at both LGC and the cottage of any issues.  However it was finally decided to follow the advice of Health and Safety.

Resolved: to submit the following comments to Herefordshire Council: The Council recommends approval on the understanding that the application follows a request from the Herefordshire Council Environmental Health Officer (Jane Coggle) to Leominster Golf Club earlier in 2015 to raise the height of the safety net by 1.2 metres.
