Application 171549/RM: Land adjoining Croft Gate, Stoke Prior, Reserved matters for appearance, layout and scale (4 dwellings including landscaping) Ref 161876/O

Reported: on 14 August 2017 the application was granted with conditions, including that details of surface and foul water drainage shall be approved before development commences.

Noted: The application with details of surface and foul water drainage would be notified to the Parish Council, and although this would not formally be a consultation, the Parish Council may wish to consider the details and submit any comments.
(b)
Application 171288: Kia Ora , Risbury – approval of reserved matters (162528)


Reported: on 11 August 2017 the application was refused, because the proposal is of a height, and therefore appearance, that is unsuitable for the plot and does not reflect the character of the surrounding built form of Risbury. In addition, there is insufficient detail on (i) the external materials to be used and (ii) proposed landscaping. For these reasons, the proposals do not comply with policies SD1 or LD1 of the Herefordshire Core Strategy and Humber, Ford and Stoke Prior Neighbourhood Development Plan policies HFSP8.

Application 172524/PA7: Great House Farm, Stoke Prior – steel portal framed agricultural building (Notification for Prior Approval)

Reported: on 3 August 2017 it was determined that prior approval is not required, subject to standard conditions. 

(d)
Application 171800: Methodist Church, Risbury – conversion into 2-bed dwelling

Reported: on 8 August 2017 the application was granted with standard conditions, and conditions concerning the provision of secure cycle parking, a landscape management plan and a habitat enhancement scheme. Additional details concerning foul water disposal were provided and considered satisfactory. The proposed parking arrangements, although constrained, were also considered satisfactory.

Planning Application 171885: The Cottage, Stoke Prior – proposed extension

(a)
Received: the application (circulated 4 August 2017) and further drawings showing the existing and proposed elevations and plans of the whole house, which had been submitted to Herefordshire Council.


Noted: the application was for an extension to the existing porch, to extend the dining room.
(b)
Noted: no comments had been submitted in advance by councillors or other members of the public.

(c)
Noted: in answer to questions from the committee, an oral statement from the applicant that a pitched roof to the replacement extension would have been very expensive, but the fibreglass for the flat roof would blend in with the slate roof of the house.
(d)
Resolved: to submit the following comments to Herefordshire Council: The Council supports the application, as the extension will provide additional amenity to the property’s accommodation, and the design of the alterations and the proposed materials will not unacceptably impact upon the existing house or surrounding properties.
PC38/17
Planning Application 172493: Wood View Barn, Poplands Lane, Risbury - Proposed alterations to existing outbuilding and annex accommodation solely ancillary to the main house

(a)
Received: the application (circulated 10 August 2017).

Noted: the application was not for a new dwelling, but for extension of the existing accommodation, utilising an existing outbuilding.
(b)
Noted: comments submitted by Cllr Steph Wilson supporting the application.

(c)
Noted: a statement from the applicant that the additional accommodation was needed for his mother who was currently living in the main house; there would be minimal changes to the external appearance of the outbuilding, and it would remain permanently as part of the dwelling accommodation of the main house.

(d)
Resolved: to submit the following views to Herefordshire Council: The Council supports the application, as it is a necessary extension to the existing accommodation to enable a family member to continue to live independently, through a change-of-use to an existing outbuilding, which will remain part of the main dwelling. The minimal changes to the exterior appearance of the outbuilding will be in character to the existing appearance. The Council notes that details of sewage disposal and surface water drainage are not shown and should be provided as a condition of approval.
